1. Introduction and background to the situation, i.e. project, people.

2. Provide relevant information and details.

3. Lead up to the problem encountered. Highlight the conflicts, dilemma, options and considerations.

4. Follow on to describe the actions taken, and complications (if any) and resolutions.

5. Highlight the learning points (these should be associated to the points expressed in the paper).

Think creatively about how partnerships are formed, developed, maintained, and promoted in your city for the betterment of health of its population, and the upgrading of your Healthy City programmes.

General points for writing a case example

· Use short-story-writing techniques, including characters and narrative story-telling elements and dialogues.

· In describing the problem, focus on the dilemma, confrontations, challenges, frustrations or conflicts.

· Provide relevant information and details, but do not overload with unnecessary information and details.

· Describe the actions and resolutions taken, and be clear on the learning points.

· Unless authorised, do not use actual names.

Awards evaluation criteria
The following points are used for selection of awardees. 

· If the work is relevant to the guideline of partnership for health promotion (given in the attachment) [Relevance to the guideline]
· If the report describes concrete process, challenges, frustrations, actions taken, and outcomes of a partnership development in the city [Concrete explanation of partnership development]

· If the work meets specific needs in the city/community [Relevance to the city’s needs] 
· If the work is a new and original effort (not a replication of another’s work) [Originality and innovation] 

· If the work could be a useful model for other cities and organizations to replicate or to learn from [Influence to other cities]
