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Call for Applications: AFHC Awards for Healthy Cities 2012
· Award for Creative Developments in Healthy Cities: Category (1) - Evaluation
The Alliance for Healthy Cities calls for applications for the Award for Creative Developments in Healthy Cities: Category (1) – Evaluation. This award requests submission of case studies of “an evaluation of a Healthy City project, program, or initiative” with or in a Healthy City. 

Think creatively to report how the evaluation has been planned, implemented, and made contributions for the betterment of your project, program, and initiatives. 

Evaluation of a Healthy City has been an important part of the Healthy Cities agenda. The Regional Guidelines for the Healthy Cities Programme outlined why the evaluation is important, and what key issues an evaluation of Healthy Cities projects should consider. (http://www.alliance-healthycities.com/docs/HCguidelines_WHOWPRO.doc)
Since the inauguration of the Alliance for Healthy Cities in 2004, many cities have worked on evaluation of their Healthy Cities projects/programmes in various ways. It is a good time to share how individual cities have worked on evaluations, what results were obtained, what lessons were learnt in the process of evaluation, and to give suggestions for the future.

At this occasion, we will review reports of evaluation by members of the Alliance for Healthy Cities which satisfy the following criteria:

1. Size of a project, program, or initiative evaluated: A city-wide overall project or program itself, a setting project within a Healthy City, or an initiative in a community/ setting could be evaluated. 
2. Objectives of the evaluation: In individual case studies, the objectives of individual “evaluation” should be specified by the authors.

3. Methods of evaluation considered: 

[Quantitative/qualitative evaluation] consistent with the objectives of individual evaluations, either quantitative or qualitative methodologies could be used.

[Process and/or outcome evaluation] Not only health and development outcomes as a long-term consequence, but also the process of developing a project or a program could be evaluated.
[Short-term, medium-term, or long-term outcome evaluation] Consistent with the progress of the project, short-term, medium-term, and long-term outcomes could be evaluated.
The submissions will be reviewed by the AFHC Award Committee and case studies qualified for publication will be selected. The city/organization that provided the case studies will be acknowledged. 

To avoid duplicate publication, please DO NOT SUBMIT a report which is under consideration for publication elsewhere. 

However, the applicants can submit a report ALREADY PUBLISHED in copyright-protected materials, by specifying the details of original publication. To avoid duplicate publications, awardees who submitted work already published, will be contacted for further clearance. 

Applicants are requested to submit a report of evaluation of 1,000 – 4,000 words and up to 5 tables, charts, or photographs according to the following template:
* Title of the report
* Names of the contributors of this case study (Name, Title, Organization)
* Full citation of the publication, if the report was already published elsewhere.
* Summary (up to 300 words)

· If the work is within the scope of WHO WPRO’s Regional Guidelines for the Healthy Cities Programme 
(http://www.alliance-healthycities.com/docs/HCguidelines_WHOWPRO.doc) 
(pp. 27-35) [Relevance to the guideline]
· If the report describes the objectives, methods, results, followed actions, and lessons learnt, concretely [Concrete explanation of evaluation]

· If the work meets specific needs in the city/community [Relevance to the city’s needs] 
· If the work is a new and original effort and not replication of another’s work [Originality and innovation] 

· If the work could be a useful model for other cities and organizations to replicate or to learn from [Influence on other cities]
